Information regarding an excursion to attend and travel to Lakemba
Over the next five weeks at SWITCH, we’ll be looking at what the Bible has to say about mission- ie. God’s desire is that all people from all nations to come to know Him personally. Last year at SWITCH, in order to expose the teens minds to mission, we went on an excursion to the mission ship called the Doulos. This year we have planned another mission excursion to a suburb in the inner west of Sydney called Lakemba on Sunday 28th June. The suburb of Lakemba is a multicultural community in which the dominant religious group is Muslim. The first stereotype of Muslims is that they are terrorists. This however is unjust, and they many are gentle and loving people.
The aim of the excursion is to expose and open the minds of the teens to a world (even within Sydney) that doesn’t know Jesus. For us as an Asian culture and having grown up on the North Shore, it is easy to become sheltered. This excursion is a tremendous opportunity to expose the teens to cross cultural mission without going overseas.
We will place the teens with 6 in each group with at least 2 leaders and parents as well. The plan is to leave church after SWITCH at 11am and catch a train from Lindfield to Lakemba (via Central). We will eat lunch in Lakemba, and then in their groups, walk down the main street of Lakemba observing, praying and exploring the shops, culture, people, tastes and smells. Questions will include: Go to this clothes shop, what was fascinating to you?; Visit this bookshop, what different ranges of books were there?; What were people wearing? What things surprised you? Was there anything that made you feel uncomfortable, why? They will explore for about 2 hours, and then we will meet at a central point to debrief and pray about what we have learnt. We will then catch a train back to Lindfield which is expected about 5-5.30pm
